The compressor package shall be designed in such a way that Energy Consumption of
package (KWH/Kg) should be minimum for production of CNG. Bidder shall indicate
actual energy consumption for their compressor package.

For evaluation purposes, an average energy consumption of 50 KWH has been
considered as the benchmark for a standard CCDU 400 SCMH capacity CNG
compressor package, based on prevailing industry standards. Accordingly, the formula
for the price loading criteria for energy consumption has been detailed in the evaluation
criteria as Y6.

The quoted energy consumption shall be considered for evaluation and shall be loaded
using the formula provided below, in addition to the total quoted price for all
compressors, which includes the cost of supply, special tools and tackles, erection and
commissioning, and operation and maintenance.

G = Bidder’s Energy consumption rate quoted in KWH

The entire equipment shall be mounted on a common skid. The electrical power
consumption of the booster compressor package in kWh, shall include the
consumption of the air compressor, exhaust fan motors, and all other associated
auxiliaries, for the purpose of loading energy consumption and calculating the
penalties.

Also, gas loss of the compressor package shall be limited to 0.5%. If the gas loss
exceeds this specified limit during the operational phase, a penalty shall be imposed
on the supplier/O&M contractor, in line with the formula detailed in the Scope of
Work.

17 PRE-BID MEETING: through online mode / video conferencing:

Meeting" which will be held at address specified in IFB. It is expected that a bidder
shall not depute more than 02 representatives for the meeting.

17.2 In case of pre-bid meeting through video conferencing/Online Mode, Link shall be sent
to all the interested bidders by the purchaser.

pre-bid meeting must send their interest through email (at least 2 hours prior to the
scheduled time of pre-bid meeting) along with details of payment of e-tender
processing fee to the purchaser. E-mail received from bidders within specified
timeline shall be invited through email to attend the meeting.

Purpose of the meeting will be to clarify issues and to answer questions on any matter
that may be raised at that stage and give hands-on e-tendering. The Bidder must submit

The Bid shall contain no alterations, omissions, or additions, unless such corrections
are initialed by the person or persons signing the Bid.

In case of e-tendering, digitally signed documents to be uploaded as detailed in
addendum to ITB.

ZERO DEVIATION AND REJECTION CRITERIA

ZERO DEVIATION: Deviation to terms and conditions of "Bidding Documents" may
lead to rejection of bid. BGL will accept bids based on terms & conditions of "Bidding
Documents" only. Bidder may note BGL will determine the substantial responsiveness
of each bid to the Bidding Documents pursuant to provision contained in clause 29 of
ITB. For purpose of this, a substantially responsive bid is one which conforms to all
terms and conditions of the Bidding Documents without deviations or reservations.
BGL's determination of a bid's responsiveness is based on the content of the bid itself
without recourse to extrinsic evidence. BGL reserves the right to raise technical and/or
commercial query(s), if required, may be raised on the bidder(s). The response(s) to
the same shall be in writing, and no change in the price(s) or substance of the bids
shall be sought, offered or permitted. The substance of the bid includes but not limited
to prices, completion, scope, technical specifications, etc. Bidders are requested to not
to take any deviation/exception to the terms and conditions laid down in this "Tender
Documents”, and submit all requisite documents as mentioned in this "Tender
Documents", failing which their offer will be liable for rejection. If a bidder does not

(m) Any other condition specifically mentioned in the tender document elsewhere that non-
compliance of the clause lead to rejection of bid

Note: Further, it is once again reminded not to mention any condition in the Bid which
is contradictory to the terms and conditions of Tender document.

E-PAYMENT: Payments may be made through electronic modes via
NEFT/RTGS & Cheques etc.

[D] — SUBMISSION OF BIDS

SUBMISSION, SEALING AND MARKING OF BIDS

DEADLINE FOR SUBMISSION OF BIDS
In case of e-bidding, the bids must be submitted through e-tender mode not later than
the date and time specified in the tender documents.

BGL may, in exceptional circumstances and at its discretion, extend the deadline for
submission of Bids (clause 9 of ITB refers). In which case all rights and obligations
